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Memorial Day
Thanksgiving is a day when

we pause to give thanks for the
things that sustain us. Memorial
Day is a day when we pause to
give thanks to God for the people
who died to sustain our nation.

Today, remember the words in
President Abraham Lincoln’s
Gettysburg address... “that we
here highly resolve that these
dead shall not have died in vain –
that this nation, under God, shall
have a new birth of freedom –
and that government of the peo-
ple, by the people, for the people,
shall not perish from the earth.”

That government is today be-
ing tested. Not on the field of bat-
tle as in Lincoln’s day, but in a
battle none the less. A battle is
underway to defeat an ideology
that threatens the very survival of
our country... from within.

Let us honor those who died
to preserve our nation, as found-
ed, and let us not fail them.

  Arrested development
It appears that liberal parents

are fine with their children not
growing up, extending adoles-
cence far beyond the start of
adulthood. Nearly seventy-five
percent of those parents admit
that they contribute to pay the
expenses of their adult children.

Adding up all those Millennials
who still live under a parent’s
roof, it seems that dependency
isn’t innate… it’s taught.
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According to research done by the or-
ganization National Gang Intelligence, MS-

Senate Minority Leader Chuck Schum-
er (D-NY) chimed in, tweeting: “When all
of our great-great-grandparents came to
America they weren’t ‘animals,’ and these
people weren’t either.” (It’s really sad that
some senators can’t master distinction...)

The show “New Day” on CNN sunk
even lower: “A very slippery slope when
you start dehumanizing people this way.
It’s what the Nazis did. It’s what slave
owners did. It’s not what Americans do.”
How can one even dignify those comments?

“Andrea Mitchell Reports” on MSNBC
noted that, “President Trump, dashing out
during an immigration roundtable at the
White House... stirring controversy over his
harsh rhetoric toward immigrants, branding
them animals during the discussion with
state and local leaders on so-called sanctu-
ary laws...” Yes, immigrants equal animals,
at least in the press translation.

Trump’s label of MS-13 members as
animals turned out to be apropos last week,
when an MS-13 savage was sentenced to 40
years for murder. And the criminal alien’s
nickname? Animal.
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Using another progressive failure
Bryan Sharpe, a conservative comedi-

an, used Starbucks’ latest sensitivity crisis
to get free coffee as “reparation” for sup-
posed racial injustice committed toward
two black men arrested in a Philadelphia
Starbucks coffee shop.

New, improved, gender-neutral Scouts

The new name for the former Boy
Scouts of America (BSA), now officially
“gender neutral,” is Scouts BSA. They are
dropping the “boy” from their name so they
don’t confuse the girls pouring into their
ranks. That’s correct; girls have been invit-
ed to join the boys.

When the BSA didn’t accept homosex-
ual scoutmasters in the early 1990s, they

were driven from public venues they had
used for meetings and scouting events for
decades.

“No problem; it’s all good.”
Brennan’s diagnosis

John Brennan, ex-CIA director under
President Barack Obama, gave his diagno-
sis of the “national problem” in a forum at
the Aspen Institute recently, calling Presi-
dent Donald Trump “a painful, large nation-
al kidney stone.”

Brennan then poked fun at the Trump
campaign slogan, “Make America Great
Again.” It was a “divisive slogan.” He per-
ceived Republican division as a result of the
party losing its “North Star.” (Funny... the
only “star” Brennan would recognize is the
red star of the Communist Party USA. He
once supported the CPUSA candidate, Gus
Hall, for president of the U.S.)

And who in America defines “Make
America Great Again” as a divisive slogan?
The answer, of course, is: Progressives.

X. Kelley, former Commandant of the Marine
Corps under President Reagan, expressed
his worry that, “Most young Americans have
been raised with virtually no understanding of
the sacrifices that were made by the millions
of heroes who fought during World War II.”

General Kelley gave reasons for his deep
concern. He mentioned a recent study of
American high school students, where only
one in four could name Great Britain as our
ally in WWII. The same study found that one
in seven thought that the United States of
America started WWII when it dropped an
atomic bomb on Japan!

Our children are intentionally being kept
ignorant of American history by a “number of
historians, writers, teachers, politicians,
journalists and community organizers who
ignore or distort the heroic achievement of
‘our boys’ in WWII,” said General Kelley. He
named some academic culprits:

“The American Journey, one of the
nation’s most popular high school history
textbooks, devotes an entire page to Elvis
Presley and two pages to the poet Maya
Angelou – but only gives General Patton and
Admiral Nimitz one line each.

“A People’s History of the United States,
which has sold more copies than any other
history textbook in America, declares that the
only reason the U.S. fought in World War II
was to ‘expand its empire.’

“The organization that creates the lesson
plans for ‘Advanced Placement’ high school
history courses in all 50 states recently
released its revised curriculum,” which, in
155 pages, “didn’t mention Dwight D.
Eisenhower once, and devoted less than a
page to explaining World War II.”

We are losing hundreds of WWII
veterans each day as those heroes pass into
eternity. Sadly, the values and principles they
fought and died for are now completely
foreign to most of our young.
